3. 	 The parents/guardians complete an Application for Admission and submit it with a current photo of the 
applicant, a copy of his/her birth certificate, school reports from all prior years of schooling, two letters 
of recommendation, and the application fee. The applicant should be age appropriate for the grade 
to which they are applying (see chart on Application).  Applications for Fall consideration should be 
submitted by March 1, 2010.  Subsequent applicants will be considered and processed only as space 
allows.  We will notify you of class availability when we receive your child’s application.  

	  Incomplete applications will not be considered.

4. 	 The class teacher will review the application and supporting documents to determine if/when an inter-
view is appropriate.

5. 	 Our Enrollment Coordinator will arrange an interview with your family and the class teacher at the 
appropriate time. Assessment interviews for Fall consideration are conducted January through March. 
Additional assessment interviews are conducted throughout the year as necessary.

6. 	 A class visit is sometimes requested by the interviewing teacher. The Enrollment Coordinator will arrange 
the class visit. 

7. 	 Our Enrollment Coordinator will notify your family of the interview result and, if applicable, provide  
enrollment materials. 

When an acceptance is made, enrollment materials are included with your letter.  You will then have two 
weeks in which to make a decision and submit the required fees, forms and health requirements to enroll your 
child. 

If it is determined during the interview that your child/family would not be a good fit for our school and/
or vice versa, you will receive our regrets via the mail.  Should our regrets be because we have filled all 
available spots in the class, we will hold the application in our applicant pool (we do not use a wait list) 
and contact you in the event that a space opens to arrange another visit.

We are often able to make a second round of acceptances after our initial enrollment deadline in 
April, as some families choose not to enroll after being accepted.   If your family has not been con-
tacted as the year progresses and you would like to be included in the following year’s enrollment 
process, please call us in January to roll over the application. 

Please Note: Acceptances to Kindergarten do not indicate an automatic advancement to first grade 
regardless of age.  An interview with the 1st grade teacher and a first grade readiness assessment will 
need to be conducted to determine appropriate placement for the following school year.

Upon acceptance you will be provided an enrollment packet containing all the necessary paperwork 
and information required to enroll your child(ren). Before the child’s first day of school, the following 
requirements must be met:

•	 All required enrollment paperwork must be completed, and submitted to the office by the dead-
line listed in the acceptance letter.

•	 Completed Health Record (DOE Form 14), indicating a current physical examination and all 
immunizations required by the State of Hawai‘i have been met or a signed statement from child’s 
doctor that the child is in the process of completing them. In the latter case, the Health Record 
must be submitted within 90 days after entrance.

•	 Proof of a negative (Mantoux) TB test, recorded in millimeters, within one year prior of entrance 
into school in the State of Hawai‘i. No child will be admitted to school without such proof.

•	 Enrollment Deposit and TRP (tuition refund plan) payments have been made.

Fees

Most classroom supplies are included in the tuition price with the exception of certain class specific items. 

We have waived any finance charge to parents/guardians paying on time on any of the installment plans. The Tuition Refund Plan assists a family 
in meeting its financial obligations (per the enrollment contract) should the need to withdraw mid-year arise. Parents/guardians who pay in full do 
not need to purchase the TRP, with the exception of preschool students enrolling for their first year at HWS, but may elect to do so in order to pro-
tect their investment. All other payment plans must purchase the TRP insurance. This insurance premium is 3.0% of the full tuition rate.

Payment Plans 2 & 3 must be paid through FACTS Tuition Management Company. FACTS charges $15 (Plan 2) or $38 (Plan 3) for this service which 
will be collected by FACTS prior to your 1st payment.

Sibling Discount: $600 for every sibling enrolled after the first one. Siblings must be enrolled in a full-time (5 days/wk) program to receive this dis-
count.

Haleakalā  Waldorf School is looking for children and their families that are a good fit with our school and its 
philosophy.  Specifically, we are looking for families that want to enroll their children in our school beginning 
in Early Childhood and ending in 8th grade.  However, we do accept students to all grade levels where space 
allows and the right fit is determined.  We are looking for those who share our values and are interested in: 

•	 Preserving a play-filled childhood for their child, 

•	 Learning about child development and the stages of childhood within the Waldorf methodology,

•	 Helping to create a peace-filled, kind, tolerant, media free, community environment allowing each child 
to safely unfold at his/her own pace,

•	 Upholding a healthy and nurturing, rhythmical life at home that allows the young child to develop to his 
or her full potential in mind, body, and spirit.

The applicant, along with his or her parents/guardians, is expected to attend an hour long interview.  Please 
arrange childcare for siblings, as this time is for the applicant only. During the interview, you will have an 
opportunity to find out more about the teacher’s expectations of your child and family as well as what you 
can each expect from us. 

Although the teacher’s availability is priority, we will attempt to accommodate parental preference for inter-
view times.  Please be aware that you may need to take time off of work to attend the family interview. The 
teacher will interview the parents, as well as the applicant. 

Depending on the grade level, the applicant may be given math problems, a grammar assignment and/or an 
artistic activity to complete.  This will assist the teacher in determining the applicant’s academic level as com-
pared to peers already in the class.  Applicants may also be asked to visit the class for a day. 

In addition to the interview, all first grade applicants will need to attend a 1st grade readiness assessment.  
Depending on the availability of the assessment team, this may need to be scheduled on a separate day.  

A large part of the decision to invite your child to attend is based on the interview with the class teacher.  The 
remaining components include the information gained from the application and supporting documents.  In 
order to ensure a balanced class configuration, when we add new children we take the following into account: 
•	 Existing relationship to the school (i.e. sibling attends, parents are alumni/staff, etc.);

•	 The applicant's developmental milestones within each age group, including physical, social, emotional,         
	 and cognitive;

•	 The applicant's level of individual need and academic progress thus far;

•	 The  applicant's ability to integrate into the existing peer group;

•	 The family’s commitment to a long-term relationship with the school.

During our Spring enrollment process, our notification deadline is typically the first week in April.  If your fam-
ily is being considered for mid-year acceptance, we will make every attempt to notify you of a decision within 
two weeks of the interview.

We hope that this informa-
tion will help you understand our process. Our Enrollment Coordinator is also available to answer any ques-
tions you may have.

The Early Childhood Department is looking for children and their families that are a good fit with our school 
and its philosophy of play based/nature oriented curriculum.  Specifically, we are looking for families that 
want to enroll their children in our school all the way through the 8th grade.  This is a long term relationship 
with the school and with the co-parents in your children’s class. To facilitate this we are looking for those who 
share our values and are interested in: 

•	 Preserving a play-filled childhood for their child, in which formal academic instruction begins in the first grade;

•	 Learning about child development and the stages of childhood within the Waldorf tradition;

•	 Helping to create a peace-filled, kind, tolerant, media free, community environment allowing each child 
to safely unfold at his/her own pace;

•	 Creating a healthy and nurturing, rhythmical life at home that allows the young child to develop to their 
full potential in mind, body, and spirit.

•	 The 'Apapane preschool—serves 16 children daily with two, three and five day programs offered.

•	 The Nene and Pueo kindergartens—both serve up to 22 students per day in a five day program.

•	 To the 'Apapane preschool—children who are 3 years old by June 1 of the year they are applying 
through 'young’ four year olds. All children should be weaned and potty trained.

ECD FAQs 2010-11 (2 of 2)

what should we 
expect during the 
interview?

We ask you to read the packet and attend the school tour prior to applying. The tour is your opportunity 
to see the classrooms, the teachers, and the children as well as your opportunity to ask questions that the 
general information may have sparked. If you are still interested in the program after reading the informa-
tion and attending the tour, please submit an Application for Admission. Applications for Fall consider-
ation are available in January, and should be submitted by March 1, 2010.  Subsequent applicants will be 
considered and processed only when space allows.

We use a group observation process during that lasts for about an hour. While the children are observed 
amongst their peers by the early childhood teachers, parents are part of a group session in a nearby 
classroom. Children who are physically healthy, well rested, and fed, fare the best on interview day. Please 
prepare your child for this day by letting them know they will be playing with new friends while mom and 
dad visit with teachers nearby.  

A large part of the decision to accept your family is based on the group observation and the information 
gained from the application. Your family will be offered placement in our school based on the following 
considerations:  

•	 A balanced class configuration;

•	 The children’s ages in relation to our June 1 determination date;

•	 The number of  children within each age group to foster friendships and peers;

•	 The gender balance in each age group and in each class;

•	 Diversity, including cultural, financial, and temperamental aspects of the children;

•	 The children’s developmental milestones within each age group, including physical, social, emotional, 
and cognitive;

•	 The children’s ability to integrate into a large peer group and/or ability to separate from parents;

•	 The family’s possibility for a long-term relationship with HWS.

During open enrollment, our notification deadline is typically the first week in April. If your family is being 
considered for mid-year placement, we will make every attempt to notify you of our decision within two 
weeks of the interview.  The Enrollment Coordinator, not the teachers, will notify you of the decision.

When an acceptance is made, enrollment materials are included with your letter. You will then have two 
weeks in which to make a decision and submit the required fees, forms and health requirements to  
enroll your child.  Please remember that all new families are on a six week probation period.

If it is determined during the interview that your child/family would not be a good fit for our school and/
or vice versa, you will receive our regrets.  Should our regrets be because we have filled all available spots 
in our program, we will hold the application in our applicant pool (we do not use a waitlist) and we will 
contact you in the event that movement occurs to arrange another visit.  However, if your family has not 
been contacted as the year progresses and you would like to be included in the following year’s enroll-
ment process, please call us in January to find out how to roll over the application.
